
 
The 49th Winter Camp conƟnues the legacy, but at a new locaƟon. For more than 60 years, Scouts have been camping 
at the D-bar-A Scout Ranch between Christmas and New Years. However, in 2025 the Michigan Crossroads Council, the 
current owner of the Ranch, decided to close the property for the last two weeks of December. In addiƟon, cabins and 
other faciliƟes were permanently shut down in half of the camp.  
 

In 1986, several Winter Camp alumni formed the Winter Camp Future Society (WCFS). Since then, this society has flour‐
ished with new alumni and has raised money to support Winter Camp, youth parƟcipants, and faciliƟes at camp. It is 
only right that the WCFS take the lead to offer Winter Camp in 2025. 
 

Since it is at a new site, Winter Camp XLIX is not a program of ScouƟng America or the Michigan Crossroads Council, 
and as such is an independent gathering of interested families. Of course, these families come with extensive ScouƟng 
backgrounds and a love for its core program. Most are sƟll involved in various ScouƟng capaciƟes. 
 

As an independent family gathering, Winter Camp will offer some new opportuniƟes in 2025 while maintaining tradi‐
Ɵons. Primary family registrants must be at least 18 years of age at the beginning of the event, but need not be cur‐
rently registered in ScouƟng. Youth under 18 are most welcome with a parent in aƩendance. Young adults or even old‐
er adults will register on their own, since every parƟcipant over 18 will be required to have completed a current youth 
protecƟon/safety course.
